Approval of Minutes: April 2026 board meeting 
President Woodworth asked if there were any corrections to last month’s board meeting minutes. President Woodworth asked for a motion to approve the minutes:  Elmer noticed he was marked absent at the last meeting, but he was there. Quentin motioned to approve, and it was seconded by Elysia. It was approved 5-0.

Financial Report: April 2026 report 
The report was discussed. The highlights include: 

· The date on the sheet with last year’s numbers did not have the correct date. It should have been 4/30/25
· Extra expenses for the annual awards dinner 
· Badges 
· Replacing backpack blowers 
· Tire replacement. We put low mile tires on a barely used engine. Elmer asked about what happens if the tires are outdated and there is an accident. Chief stated, we have Third Party inspections of our tires for this reason. If adhere close to the standards, but if we kept with the standards, we couldn’t afford to operate. 
· Wyatt Prater is a firefighter from Coburg who is our temp employee
· We will need to do resolutions to clean up line items 

President Woodworth asked for a motion to approve; Elmer motioned to approve, and it was seconded by Elysia. It was approved 5-0.
Staff Report   
Fire Chief Report:  
The Fire Chief’s Report was discussed. The highlights include:

· LC Unprotected Lands
· District coverage for Pleasant Hill
· SB 1068 rabbit hole, looking at annexation of unprotected lands within 7 road miles of the fire district.  The SB was listed wrong in the packet. 
Chief discussed SB 1068. He found 23 lots that are near our district and not paying taxes. Chief is using McKenzie’s template, who has done this. The board would need to adopt a policy on what is our coverage area and how often we would review it.  This would mean we wouldn’t have fire contracts. Elmer asked about ODF covering a lot that doesn’t have a structure. Chief said ODF would not cover it. Amy asked about responding to a fire that isn’t covered. We can respond and charge them three times the rate. 

Training Division Report 
The Training Division Report was discussed. The highlights include:

· 4 passed the EMT I class
· Conflag trailers prepped
· One of the drills was with the physician advisor who let us know he is retiring.  
· Removing the repeater from the school. Amy asked why. It was not a good spot for it. 

Maintenance Report

The Maintenance Report was discussed. The highlights include:

· Tires
· Quentin asked about the drone training.  We have 2 licensed pilots.  We are supposed to fly them every 90 days per the grant and only fly as far as we can see it. 
Old Business:  
1. Project/Grant updates
We are waiting to hear about the seismic and Three Rivers grants. Three Rivers is for wildland equipment. We were awarded the summer staffing grant. It is filled and they will start July 1st. 
2. Budget
A resolution will be given out to the board.  The budget committee adopted the budget. 
3. Policy Review 
Policy review for 1-1-5, 1-1-6, and 1-1-7.    No changes were made. A new revised date will be posted on all of these. 
New Business:  

1. Personnel Reserve Policy 1-3-26
We have passed a resolution to have a personnel reserve budget. We now need to adopt a policy on it. 

There was discussion on the balance of this account. Chief will add in a line about it maxing out at $100,000. 
The intention of the reserve is for emergency personnel issues.  President Woodworth read the resolution. He noted that the March 11 date needs to be changed to April 8. President Woodworth asked for a motion to approve the resolution.  Quentin motioned to approve; it was seconded by Amy. It was approved 5-0. 
2. Property Use

We had someone put a political flag on our property without permission. This also happens when people are selling cars.  Our staff talked to the neighbor about this. With many community members complaining to us about the flag, our board may need to have a policy on what can be on our property. There was also discussion on how to block off the certain part of property that people use frequently.  Chief will draft a policy. 

3. Employee Update 

Wyatt from Coburg has become our temporary employee. We had a volunteer go to          the hospital during drill, but it was not related to the actual drill. 
Items Not on Agenda:  
President Woodworth asked for a summary of Chief’s meetings.  Chief explain Oregon is at a great risk for fire. Other districts are committed to helping each other. Burn season will stop by June 1st.  Elysia reminded that we should have evacuation information on our social media.
